PC Switching

There are three ways to switch between the computers,
manual push button, keyboard hotkey, and IR remote
control.

Manual Push Button

Press the front panel switch button to switch between the
connected computers.

Keyboard Hotkey

Works with PC keyboard connected to USB-A ports on
the back panel. Note: Mac keyboards do not support
keyboard hotkey function due to lack of Scroll Lock key.

@ Hotkeys are not case-sensitive;

I “4++" means to press 2 times in rapid succession. For example: “Scroll Lock ++
Scroll Lock + 1” means to press the Scroll Lock button twice in rapid succession and
then press number “1” button. The detection between each hotkey code times out
for 5 seconds. For example, if the Scroll Lock button is pressed for the first time, and
then the Scroll Lock button is pressed after more than 5 seconds, the hotkey
combination is invalid;
